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Pre-Installation Tips: Install Stabilizer Boot and Bushings.
1.	Install supplied Stabilizer Boot over Skyjacker Steering Stabilizer. Attach boot to cylinder body 

with supplied Boot Cable Tie. Remove excess cable tie with diagonal cutting pliers.

2.	Coat Hourglass Bushings with a water resistant grease & press into Each Stabilizer Eye.  

Installation: Note: Save all factory components & hardware for reuse, unless noted.

1.	 Chock rear tires \ wheels. Ensure that vehicle transmission is in PARK and engage emergency 
brake. Note: Be sure steering wheel \ wheels are pointing straight forward. 

2.	 Locate Skyjacker # 83006 Center Axle Bracket. Attach two (2) supplied Skyjacker # EB6 
Straight Studs to Skyjacker Center Axle Bracket tab hole mounts with supplied washer & nut 
using adjustable pliers & a 11/16" socket \ wrench. (See Photo # 1)

3.	 Place Skyjacker # 83006 
Center Axle Bracket 
Assembly (with studs 
pointing downward) against 
top of OEM axle & against 
the differential housing. 

	 Attach with supplied 3/8" x 
3-1/8" x 3-1/2" U-bolts from 
bottom-to-top around OEM 
axle through Skyjacker 
bracket mounting holes. 
(See Photo # 2) Attach U-Bolts with supplied 3/8" SAE Washers & 3/8" Nylon Insert Lock Nut 
using a 9/16" socket \ wrench.

	 Tech Note: BOTH Tie Rod Brackets are to be installed with 
stabilizer mounting tab toward front of vehicle with studs 
pointing downward.
